The Garden of Liberty

Hear Brinn discusses the Greek myth of a farmer who makes a deal with Apollo and is granted a garden to speak freely in.  Brinn argues that the only way in which Akademos, the farmer, can be sure of this liberty is to have a way to enforce the god’s promise.  In order to do so, Brinn argues, Akademos must acquire and use knowledge.  He then places this same principle in today’s increasing internationally liberal society.  He argue for accountability of actions for society.  Thus, knowledge will be required to enforce accountability.
